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Gen 14



“A Lot Returned”

Today we enter in to Gen 14

And it starts with the phrase that it came to pass

That in the passage of time these things came to be

If we remember last week

We had left Abram where he had left Lot

That he had said to Lot that it would be better that they separate than that there be contention

That Abram did not want to be a bad witness before the Canaanites and Perizites that were in the land

He had come back from Egypt and he had pitched his tent back where it was at the beginning

And he was determined to worship the Lord who had rescued them from Egypt with mighty plagues

So he came to Bethel, which means “the house of God”

And there he called upon the name of the Lord

And we saw how that in their separation

Abram gave Lot the first choice

Not concerned with the things of this world

He would take what was left

And just do what was right

And it was then that the Lord spoke to Him and reaffirmed His promises

That the Lord was giving Abram the land

As far as Abram could see this would be the land that the Lord would give to his descendants forever

And we left Abram as he dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre, which are in Hebron, 

and built an altar there to call on the name of the Lord.

That he had put his trust in the Lord

And that he worshiped the Lord there in Hebron

Then at some time after it says in verse 1 of Gen 14

And it came to pass in the days of Amraphel king of Shinar, Arioch king of Ellasar, Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal king of nations, 2 that they made war with Bera king of Sodom, Birsha king of Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, Shemeber king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that is, Zoar).

Now I’m not going to bother to repeat verses 1-10 but to just summarize

That it was as it said “the battle of four kings against five”

The kings from the Babylonian area made war with the kings of the Dead Sea area.

Not that this was the first war ever fought

It is just the first mentioned in the Bible

Though certainly it has spoken of the wickedness of man

And that from the beginning there were people killing one another

And there in verse 4 it mentions that in the 13th year they rebelled

And for you student of the word, this is the first mention of the number thirteen in the Bible

And thirteen is the number of rebellion in the scriptures

And is therefore also the number of satan. 

The numeric value of the names for satan in both Greek and Hebrew are always divisible by thirteen. 

That is why the number thirteen is used so much in the realm of spiritism and the occult today. 

But the focus of the Bible is not the history of man

Not the kingdoms of the world and the wars to gain them

But sometimes they intersect that which the Bible is about

And at times like that we see that it is quite factual on times and peoples and places

And there is archeological evidence that these kings existed and that there were many wars between them

And so we see today, that these confederated kingdoms go to war

And that Sodom and Gomorrah were on the losing side

And as it says in verse 11 that the victorious kings took the spoils of war

11 Then they took all the goods of Sodom and Gomorrah, and all their provisions, and went their way.

Which was normal for the way things were

That to the victor went the spoils of war

Including often people who would be taken away and put into servitude

They would be slaves in that other nation

And this is where the story becomes relative

Because they took Abram’s relative it tells us in verse 12

 12 They also took Lot, Abram’s brother’s son who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and departed.

So they took a lot

But they also took Lot

And being a relative of Abram

You could say they took “relatively a Lot”

And what we see here is the bad choice of Lot made manifest

That Lot had chosen to cast his lot with the people of Sodom

And we read last week that these were pagans

That the men of Sodom were exceedingly wicked and sinful against the Lord
Yet Lot pitched his tent towards Sodom

And here we read that they took Lot “who dwelt in Sodom”

That he had evidently already moved into Sodom

Though they were exceedingly wicked and sinful against the Lord

Lot was attracted by the riches of the world

And now he dwelt in Sodom

But what we see

Is what is always the case for those who pursue the riches of the world

That they eventually lose them

Pro 11:24 tells us

24 There is one who scatters, yet increases more;

And there is one who withholds more than is right,

But it leads to poverty.

25 The generous soul will be made rich,

And he who waters will also be watered himself.

That you can horde all the treasure you want but it will end in poverty

And those who are generous will actually be blessed with more

Jesus said in Luke 12:

32 “Do not fear, little flock, for it is your Father’s good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 33 Sell what you have and give alms; provide yourselves money bags which do not grow old, a treasure in the heavens that does not fail, where no thief approaches nor moth destroys. 34 For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.
And here we see

Lot had many possessions

And he was attracted by the things of the world

He pitched his tent in the direction of Sodom

And that his treasures were here

But what good did it do

It says they took Lot, who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and departed.

He lost his freedom and his possessions

He was like chaff that the wind drives away

Because he walked in the counsel of the ungodly,

He stood in the path of sinners,

He sat in the seat of the scornful

As he dwelt in wicked Sodom

And that would have no doubt been the end of Lot

Another victim of the world system

Taken captive by the flesh

And then taken prisoner by the enemy

But thank the Lord He had other plans

That though Lot was taken away

There was one that escaped

And verse 13 tells us

13 Then one who had escaped came and told Abram the Hebrew, for he dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre the Amorite, brother of Eshcol and brother of Aner; and they were allies with Abram.

Interestingly this one that escapes comes to Abram, (showing that he knew Abram would care, purpose)

And notice that it calls him Abram the Hebrew

This is the first time that the term Hebrew is used in the Bible

And as we discussed before is believed to be derived from the family of Eber of which Abram was 

But this shows that it was know to those in the land

That Abram was a Hebrew

That he served the “God of the Hebrews”

And was different than those around him

Yet we see that he was accepted by those around him even though he was different

Because it says that he dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre the Amorite

That this place seemed to belong to Mamre the Amorite

And that Mamre as well as his brothers Eschol and Aner were allies with Abram

So we see that they were on good terms with one another

That though Abram was different and worshiped a different God

That they respected and trusted him enough to be allies with him

And this speaks highly of Abram character in this foreign land

Now we see that as this survivor brings news to Abram

That Abram responds in verse 14

14 Now when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he armed his three hundred and eighteen trained servants who were born in his own house, and went in pursuit as far as Dan. 15 He divided his forces against them by night, and he and his servants attacked them and pursued them as far as Hobah, which is north of Damascus.

We see that Abram took action

He did not fear for his safety

And he didn’t care about the possessions that were lost

But it was the people that mattered, you could say, he cared about “a Lot” because…..

When Abram heard that his brother was taken captive he took action

And notice it doesn’t say his brother’s son, not his nephew, but his brother

Now this is common terminology for those of the same clan

But it so speaks so much to me of our Christian relations

That whether they are nephew or cousin or neighbor or not

They are brothers and sisters in Christ

And they are family

And when one is in trouble

A brother comes to his aid

And really that is what we see today

As the relevance of this relative story unfolds

That Abram was about his own business down there in Canaan by the terebinth tree of Mamre

No doubt takin care of the day to day

But also that he worshiped the Lord 

And during the course of things that went on

This battle comes about

And it doesn’t involve him

It between these five kings and those four kings from other areas

But when he finds out that Lot is taken, to Abram that means “a lot”

He doesn’t just say, see I knew his bad choices would end him up there

So he then takes 318 of his own servants

Ones born in his own house

Well trained and well armed

And he pursues these victors of war

Now think about this

First, Abram is childless, He has no heir

And how easy would it be for these 318 armed servants to turn against him

And come back and divide up his inheritance

But the fact that they don’t speaks volumes about Abram

And how they must have cared for him

Second, that if he had 318 trained men armed for battle

Born in his own house

Imagine how many servants he had

Some have estimated that must have had over 1000 men, women, and children servants

To account for 318 grown men born in his own house

So you start to get an idea of the prosperity of this man

Yet he doesn’t send his men to war

But he leads them to battle

He pursued them as far as Dan in northern Israel

Then he divided his forces against them by night, 

and he and his servants attacked them and pursued them as far as Hobah

He did not fear for his life

But fought for his friend

That Abram had a lot

And that it was not just possessions

But it was also character that possessed him as it should for all those who call on the name of the Lord

And so at great risk to himself and great effort

He pursues these conquerors to Dan, which is approximately one hundred and twenty miles

And then divides and attacks by night

Using great wisdom and skill

And scatters them and chases them as far as Hobah which is north of Damascus

From Dan to Damascus is another fifty or sixty miles.

So Abram traveled some 170 miles to rescue Lot and the others

And attacked a larger group that was prepared for battle

That these kings were able to conquer the five kings that had federated together

And took all the other cities show what a powerful army they had

And certainly there was an element of surprise

But as sure as Gideon was that the Lord gave him the victory

No doubt Abram was too

16 So he brought back all the goods, and also brought back his brother Lot and his goods, as well as the women and the people.

And we see as the Lord gave Abram the victory

We see a lot returned

Not just “Lot”

But all the goods, as well as Lot and his goods, as well as the women and the people

That it was a great victory for Abram

And that when he came back we see as it says in verse 17

17 And the king of Sodom went out to meet him at the Valley of Shaveh (that is, the King’s Valley), after his return from the defeat of Chedorlaomer and the kings who were with him.

That here

The defeated king of Sodom

The leader of those who were exceedingly wicked and sinful against the Lord.

Comes out to meet this follower of the LORD that they are sinful against

To commendate him and congratulate him and acknowledge that Abram did what he could not

And it says that he met him in the Valley of Shaveh (that’s is the Kings Valley)

And many believe that this is the Kidron Valley there by Jerusalem

That this name is used much later of the valley in which Absalom reared his pillar 2Sa_18:18. 

And Josephus makes comment about the places where Absolom’s piller and tomb are placed

And it corresponds well with the text here

That it was very probable to be the Kidron Valley

The one that Jesus spent so much time around with His disciples

Crossing from the Mt of Olives and back to Jerusalem

Interesting in light of the next passage

In which we see the introduction of this most intriguing character

It says here in verse 18 that as the King of Sodom comes to meet Abram

There at the scene of this meeting (whether with the King of Sodom present or not is not clear)

But there at the place of there meeting

Abram has another encounter

And it says 
18 Then Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and wine; he was the priest of God Most High. 19 And he blessed him and said:
“Blessed be Abram of God Most High,

Possessor of heaven and earth;

20 And blessed be God Most High,

Who has delivered your enemies into your hand.”

And he gave him a tithe of all.

That here in this short passage of 2 verses

We are introduced to this mysterious figure named Melchizedek

And you may say well what is so mysterious about this guy with the funny name

That brings out bread and wine and is priest of the God most high (just another name)

But what we see is that this person is mentioned else where in scripture

And I can remember the first time I crossed paths with him as a young believer

As I was scouring the book of Hebrews

And he is mentioned in chapter 5

As the author of Hebrews says of Jesus

5 So also Christ did not glorify Himself to become High Priest, but it was He who said to Him:
“You are My Son, Today I have begotten You.”

6 As He also says in another place: “You are a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek”
And you can see that Melchizedek was a type of Christ in the Old Testament

But then he says about being called by God as High Priest “according to the order of Melchizedek,” 11 of whom we have much to say, and hard to explain, since you have become dull of hearing.

And this peeks your interest

Makes you want to hear

Or at least it did to me

And then you come across this section in chapter 7 where he is the main topic (lets turn there) 7:1-25
For this Melchizedek, king of Salem, priest of the Most High God, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings and blessed him, 2 to whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all, first being translated “king of righteousness,” and then also king of Salem, meaning “king of peace,” 3 without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but made like the Son of God, remains a priest continually.
4 Now consider how great this man was, to whom even the patriarch Abraham gave a tenth of the spoils. 5 And indeed those who are of the sons of Levi, who receive the priesthood, have a commandment to receive tithes from the people according to the law, that is, from their brethren, though they have come from the loins of Abraham; 6 but he whose genealogy is not derived from them received tithes from Abraham and blessed him who had the promises. 7 Now beyond all contradiction the lesser is blessed by the better. 8 Here mortal men receive tithes, but there he receives them, of whom it is witnessed that he lives. 9 Even Levi, who receives tithes, paid tithes through Abraham, so to speak, 10 for he was still in the loins of his father when Melchizedek met him.

11 Therefore, if perfection were through the Levitical priesthood (for under it the people received the law), what further need was there that another priest should rise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be called according to the order of Aaron? 12 For the priesthood being changed, of necessity there is also a change of the law. 13 For He of whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from which no man has officiated at the altar.
14 For it is evident that our Lord arose from Judah, of which tribe Moses spoke nothing concerning priesthood. 15 And it is yet far more evident if, in the likeness of Melchizedek, there arises another priest 16 who has come, not according to the law of a fleshly commandment, but according to the power of an endless life. 17 For He testifies:

“You are a priest forever, According to the order of Melchizedek.”

18 For on the one hand there is an annulling of the former commandment because of its weakness and unprofitableness, 19 for the law made nothing perfect; on the other hand, there is the bringing in of a better hope, through which we draw near to God.

20 And inasmuch as He was not made priest without an oath 21 (for they have become priests without an oath, but He with an oath by Him who said to Him:

“The Lord has sworn

And will not relent,


‘You are a priest forever


According to the order of Melchizedek’ ” ),

22 by so much more Jesus has become a surety of a better covenant.
23 Also there were many priests, because they were prevented by death from continuing. 24 But He, because He continues forever, has an unchangeable priesthood. 25 Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost those who come to God through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them.

And we see first that his name is significant as it means "King of Righteousness." 

We are told also that he is the king of Salem or "King of Peace.” (salem meaning peace)

And right there to me it starts to get exciting.

For who is our King of Righteousness and King of Peace

Now there are some Bible scholars who suggest that this was Shem, 

One of the sons of Noah, who was still alive at this time. 

But I don’t see how it could be Shem; 

Because, in Hebrews we are told that Melchizedek is without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life

And we know Shem had those things

Now Salem, where he was king, is thought by most scholars to be Jerusalem (and is part of it’s name)

And this is the first mention of Jerusalem within the scriptures. 

And it is in connection with this priest of the most High God

As it says he remains a priest continually and forever.
This is also the first mention of a priest in the Bible. 

Later on God will establish a priesthood in the tribe of Levi. (but this is the first appearance in the bible)

The idea of a priest comes from the consciousness of the purity of God and of the sinfulness of man. 

God is absolutely pure and man is tainted by sin. 

There is no way that sinful man can touch an absolutely pure God

It would be necessary to have a mediator or a go between. 

Before there was an established priesthood, 

We read that there was a man named Job who went through some great difficulties. 

His friends told him to get right with God and live. 

Job knew that God exists as he could see the universe that God created, but he couldn't see God. 

Job said when he looked for God, he couldn't find him. 

He felt that he was very insignificant and not worthy to plead his case with God and justify himself.

Job's friends had concluded that his problems was his sinfulness and Job was declaring his innocence. 

Job said, "For He is not a man, as I am, that I should answer Him, and we should come together in judgment, Neither is there any daysman betwixt us, that might lay his hand upon us both." (Job 9:32-33). 

No priest, no mediator, no go between 

And Job recognized that the gulf between man and God was too great without a mediator. 

Job was looking at the vastness of God compared to the smallness of man.

As the Psalmist said, "What is man, that thou art mindful of him?" (Psa.8:4a). 

He who weighs the oceans in the palm of his hand; 

He who meted out the heavens with the span of his hand; 

God is so vast, who is man that He should even think of him. 

God is unfathomable 

His ways are past finding out

And people who have a buddy-buddy, the man upstairs or my pal idea of God have the wrong concept

God is awesome and holy and pure

If the magnitude of God could only be comprehended. 

Then we would see ourselves in the proper light.  (Isaiah 6)

Man, who exalts himself; man, who is lifted up in pride and walks around in haughtiness; 

Is a man who has not yet comprehended the infinitude of God. 

When I see the heavens, who am I that God should be mindful of me?

Thus the idea of the need for a priest arose. 

Now the ministry of the priest was two fold. 

It was his duty coming before God to represent the people as they could not come before God. 

They would bring their offerings to the priest, 

who, in turn, would bring their offerings before God for the people. 

Then he would come out to the people and as he spoke to them, he represented God. 

Because the people could not deal directly with God. 

They had to deal through a mediator, who was the priest.

And this is not comical or archaic

It was a legitimate biblical model

To bridge the gap of sinful man to a holy God

And Melchizedek was the first mention of a priest 

And he was the priest of God most high or El Elyon. (the Highest God, the True God)

And Abram recognized Melchizedek as a priest of the LORD 

In the Bible, we are always being shown Abram and his faith 

and what was wrought by the result of his faith. 

He is given to us as an example of one who believed God and inherited the promises because of his faith. And yet this man, Abram, recognized the superiority of Melchizedek 

And offered to him tithes and received from him a blessing. 

In Hebrews it tells us that the lesser is always blessed by the greater. 

The fact that Abram received the blessing from Melchizedek

Is an indication of the superiority of Melchizedek over Abram

Thus the superiority of the priesthood of Melchizedek 

Over that which was yet to come from Abram's seed through the tribe of Levi. 

So it says that as he gave a tenth of all that he had to Melchizedek

In a sense, Levi, who was not yet born, was paying tribute to him also.


(now here we see that offering a 10th of what u have to God predates the law)


(and so when people say the NT doesn’t require 10%, their right, but Abram gave it before the law)

Now, we know nothing of Melchizedek, as far as his background or family is concerned. 

He suddenly appears to Abram. 

He is the King of Righteousness and the King of Peace. 

He offers to Abram bread and wine 

And Abram gives him a tenth of all that he has 

And receives from him a blessing and then Melchizedek is disappears from the scene. 

We do not hear anything more of Melchizedek for a thousand years. 

Suddenly in Psalm 110, as God is talking about the future reign of the Messiah, 

The Psalmist declares, "The LORD hath sworn, and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek." 

Again we don't hear of Melchizedek for another thousand years. 

And here in the Book of Hebrews, the writer is writing to Hebrews, the Jews

Who are finding it difficult to leave the cultural practices of Judaism

And to simply believe in Jesus Christ for their righteousness 

And that sacrifice of Christ for their sins. 

Those Jews were being drawn back into the temple and back into the whole sacrificial system. 

They still felt the need of a priest, 

And he doesn’t deny they need one

We all do (though we gentiles often don’t think so)

And we do, the author of Hebrews tells them that they have a great High Priest 

And that He is superior to the Levitical priesthood. 

The priests of the Levitical Order 

They had to sacrifice for their own sins before they could go before God with the sacrifices of the people. The fact that they had to go continually year after year showed that it wasn't a lasting sacrifice

That the blood of bulls and goats could not take away sin, only temporarily cover them

But this great High Priest, that we have, has offered Himself once for all 

And has entered in, not to the Holy of Holies made with hands as the Levitical priests did

But He entered into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us. 

The Psalmist said, The LORD said to my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool

So Jesus is our great High Priest, not of the tribe of Levi from which the priests were to come

But from the tribe of Judah of which tribe Moses spoke nothing concerning priesthood

Because He is our great High Priest after the superior order of Melchizedek.

And not after the fleshly commandment, but according to the power of an endless life

He is a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek of which you know

We are told in the New Testament 

That there is one God and one mediator between God and man, the man, Christ Jesus. 

Not that we don’t need a mediator 

But that Jesus is that mediator

So Jesus actually made the human priesthood unneeded

It is interesting to me today that in Orthodox Judaism, they do not have any priests, they do it on their own 

They're going to attempt to reestablish the priesthood as they rebuild their temple, but it won't last long

Because there is no longer any need for a priesthood. 

Job said there was no daysman for him, but now there is a mediator laying his hand on both God and man. 

Jesus brings me into touch with God. 

Jesus said, "I am the way, the truth, and the life; and no man cometh unto the Father, but by me."

It is interesting the two names ascribed to Jesus in the Kingdom Age, 

The King of Righteousness and the King of Peace, are ascribed to Melchizedek here

The scripture says that righteousness and peace have kissed each other. 

Where? In Christ. 

He is the King of Righteousness and the King of Peace 

And He is our Great High Priest after the Order of Melchizedek.

Then Melchizedek blessed Abraham in the name of God

And the title he used of God is the Possessor of Heaven and Earth. 

When Jesus reigns He will possess the heaven and the earth.

In the second Psalm, God speaking says, 

Ask of me and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession

I find it interesting that Melchizedek brought out bread and wine to Abraham. 

Here possibly in the Kidron Valley near where Jesus would share communion with His disciples

The same brook that would run red with blood during the Passover sacrifice

As Jesus would teach the symbology of the bread and wine to His disciples

When He gave to His disciples the bread after He had broken it and said, 

“Take, eat; this is My body.” 27 Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you. 28 For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

Could it be that this was the first indication of communion 

As Melchizedek gave to Abraham the bread and the wine even as Jesus did.

Showing that it was the work of God and not of man

Here in the same valley of the blood of the Passover

Maybe Abram was being shown that God would provide Himself a sacrifice

Then Melchizedek blesses Abraham and then he blesses God 

And that is all we hear of Melchizedek until Psalm 110. 

As far as we know there were only two priests of the Order of Melchizedek, Jesus and Melchizedek. 

But many believe Melchizedek could have been Christ

A theophany, one of the appearances of Christ before His birth. (more specifically called a Christophany)

That as Jesus was talking to the Pharisees and they were claiming Abraham for their father, 

He said to them in John8:51-57

51 Most assuredly, I say to you, if anyone keeps My word he shall never see death.” 52 Then the Jews said to Him, “Now we know that You have a demon! Abraham is dead, and the prophets; and You say,  ‘If anyone keeps My word he shall never taste death.’ 53 Are You greater than our father Abraham, who is dead? And the prophets are dead. Who do You make Yourself out to be?”

54 Jesus answered,  “If I honor Myself, My honor is nothing. It is My Father who honors Me, of whom you say that He is your God. 55 Yet you have not known Him, but I know Him. And if I say, ‘I do not know Him,’ I shall be a liar like you; but I do know Him and keep His word. 56 Your father Abraham rejoiced to see My day, and he saw it and was glad.”

57 Then the Jews said to Him, “You are not yet fifty years old, and have You seen Abraham?”

When did Abraham see Him? 

Perhaps here in the form of Melchizedek, as a Christophany

Offering him the element of communion 

That “koinonia” that is only possible through the Mediator

And to confirm to Abram that it was as Melchizedek says

That it was God who has delivered your enemies into your hand.

And then we see in verse 21 that

21 Now the king of Sodom said to Abram, “Give me the persons, and take the goods for yourself.”

That on the heels of this glorious victory from God

And after this time of communion with Him

That the King of wickedness comes to tempt him

Just give me the people

But keep the possessions for yourself

Enter in to my world and let the possessions possess you

But Abram responds as only those who walk in communion with the LORD will

22 But Abram said to the king of Sodom, “I have raised my hand to the Lord, God Most High, the Possessor of heaven and earth, 23 that I will take nothing, from a thread to a sandal strap, and that I will not take anything that is yours, lest you should say, ‘I have made Abram rich’— 24 except only what the young men have eaten, and the portion of the men who went with me: Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre; let them take their portion.”

That Abram needs nothing that the world can give

He is satisfied in rescuing his brother

And he would have them be fair to those who went along

But as for Abram

He chooses the LORD most High

Repeating a vow that he has made at some previous point

“I have raised my hand to the Lord, God Most High, the Possessor of heaven and earth, 23 that I will take nothing, from a thread to a sandal strap, and that I will not take anything that is yours, lest you should say, ‘I have made Abram rich’

That Abram would not boast except in the LORD

As  Rom 4says

What then shall we say that Abraham our father has found according to the flesh? 2 For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before God. 3 For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.” 4 Now to him who works, the wages are not counted as grace but as debt. 5 But to him who does not work but believes on Him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is accounted for righteousness

And Paul would echo with Abram

for it would be better for me to die than that anyone should make my boasting void.

Because his boast was in the LORD

If only we would lean more on the LORD

And less on this world

We would all have “a lot returned” to boast in wouldn’t we

Gal 6:14 tells us
