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Gen 24



“The LORD Has Led Me”

We come to Chapter 24 today
The week after Easter

And I always find it interesting the way God times things

I didn’t plan out to be in this chapter this week

But it does so fit (I guess the Lord has led me)
Because here we do have the chapter that speaks so keenly to us

About the LORD gathering a bride for His Son after His sacrifice on Mt. Moriah

We have looked previously at how these chapters here really kind of fit a chronology

That as we look at chapters 22, 23, and 24 in sequence, 

We see in Chapter 22 was an incredible picture of the sacrifice of the Father

Giving His only begotten Son as the sacrifice

That Abraham was a type of the Father and Isaac was a type of the Son, Jesus Christ

Chapter 23 tells of the death of Sarah; 

So we see that after the sacrifice of the son

The wife of his father dies

And we know that after the sacrifice of Jesus Christ and the rejection of Him as the Messiah by the Jews, 

Israel, the wife of the Father, dies in a sense, and is set aside, as we looked at last time.

And then here in Chapter 24 (after the resurrection of Easter you might say)

Because in out context it is right after the sacrifice of the Son

And according to our calendar we just celebrated that event huh

So we see here in Chapter 24 after the sacrifice of the Son

The “absence” from the scene of the Son

Because remember we saw how Isaac is specifically mentioned going up the mountain

But there is no mention of his coming down from the Mt

And he is conspicuously absent from the text until the end of this chapter

Even as the Lord Jesus is absent from the scene
As the LORD gathers a bride for His Son after His sacrifice on Mt. Moriah

So we start here in verse 1 and we see 

Now Abraham was old, well advanced in age; and the Lord had blessed Abraham in all things.

That as we come near to the end of Abraham’s life we see what it says

Abraham was old, well advanced in age; and the Lord had blessed Abraham in all things.

What a glorious picture of one who walks by faith with their God
Not that all things went well

There were famines in the land

There were disputes with relatives and other people over property and water rights

There were attacks from enemy kings and even times he had to go fight battles and retrieve captives

Not to mention problems with the “second wife” 

The “son of the bond woman” and the strife it caused

And then the death of Sarah

Yet it says that “he was blessed in all things”

And that is because he was “led by the Lord”

That we need to understand that the Lord blesses us by guiding us

And if we can say with Abraham, “The LORD Has Led Me”

Then we are blessed even as “believing Abraham” was because He is with us
Though circumstances may become very bad
The child of God looks always to be “led of the Lord”

And to walk with Him all the days of his life
And that is what we see as we continue in our text

That Abraham was blessed of the LORD

And he wanted to continue on that path

So what does he do in verse 2
2 So Abraham said to the oldest servant of his house, who ruled over all that he had, “Please, put your hand under my thigh, 3 and I will make you swear by the Lord, the God of heaven and the God of the earth, that you will not take a wife for my son from the daughters of the Canaanites, among whom I dwell; 4 but you shall go to my country and to my family, and take a wife for my son Isaac.”

That the LORD had given Abraham the land

He had given it to him and to his descendants

And He had blessed Abraham in all things as he was led by the Lord

So he takes action to “stay in the promises of God”

To follow as the LORD has led him

And so he sends his servant to find a wife for his son
Not from the pagans in the land that the Lord is going to expel

But from among his relatives from the land from which he came

And he sends the servant that he trusts most

The oldest one, the one who ruled over all that he had

The one that we met in Gen 15 named Eliezer of Damascus who would have been his heir

If God had not given him a child

What is so interesting, and so God

Is that the servant is never named her in chapter 24

He is the nameless servant here

And we only know his name by referencing back to Chapter 15

And when we do look back and see his name is Eliezer

What is neat is that in Hebrew, the name means "God my help" 

And for you students of the bible

You know that in the New Testament the Holy Spirit is called the Comforter or Helper

And the Greek there is "Paracletes" and it means literally, one who comes along side to help. 
And I believe it is for that very reason that Eliezer is not mentioned by name

That he is the unnamed servant

A type of the Holy Spirit who goes to get a bride for the Son. 
His job was to woo and to win the bride and bring her back that the master's son might marry her.

Even as the Paracletes has come to gather the bride of Christ from amongst His people
Jesus said, speaking of the Holy Spirit in John 15:26

“But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me 
The witness and work of the Holy Spirit, in the world today, 
Is not to magnify himself, but to magnify Jesus Christ. 
To testify of the Son and bring all men unto Him (for His bride)
I wonder how the Holy Spirit feels when people seek to magnify him, when his duty is to magnify Jesus. So important is his magnifying the name of Jesus that even though he inspired the text, 
He leaves out the name in chapter 24 of the oldest servant.

The helper whom He will send…interesting huh
Now the fact that Abraham sends this servant tells me 2 things

First how important it was to Abraham

That he would send his most trusted servant

Second, the character of that servant

You see, he would have inherited all of the wealth of Abraham if Isaac had never been born

He would have gained the most “in the physical sense” if Abraham was childless

Could have even been very jealous and hateful towards Isaac if that was his concern

But what do we see but that he is still trusted by Abraham

And not only that, but that he too follows the God of Abraham

We see there in verse 3, Abraham has him swear by the Lord, the God of heaven and the God of the earth

That Eliezer knows the God of Abraham and will take an oath in His name
Showing his love for Abraham and for the God of Abraham

And the incredible character of this servant

Then we see in verse 5 that he posses a question back to Abraham

5 And the servant said to him, “Perhaps the woman will not be willing to follow me to this land. Must I take your son back to the land from which you came?”
That as any good servant

One intent on doing the will of his lord

He asks for clarification

So that he might be led by his lord

What if this situation arises?...What then shall I do?

And I like how the servant asks ahead of time

That he thinks it through and deals with potential problems

When in the midst of doing a task is not the best time to ask for instruction

Often times like in this case maybe impossible to ask for clarification

And so the best time is before hand

And to know the master well enough

That you know his ways and what he would desire

You see Jeff is my assistant because he is faithful in doing my will
I trust him with the things of God

And I trust that he will carry out my instructions

He not only knows they way I want things done

But he carries them out as if they were his own even if he disagrees
And a servant must be obedient
Those who have their own agendas or their own way of thinking it should be done

Who are not willing to be submitted to my instructions

Cannot be entrusted with these things

And cannot serve in leadership

Because that is not God’s ways

Paul told Timothy in 2Tim 2:2

The things that you have heard from me among many witnesses, commit these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also.

It is the concept we just studied this last Thursday at Men’s study

Leadership is for those who are faithful 

Those submitted to the authority over them

Acknowledging the Lord as their teacher

And willing to follow as the Lord leads

And this servant realizes that what Abraham was asking of him was not an easy task. 

He has to go back to Mesopotamia, which is about five hundred miles away. 

There he has to coax a young girl to get on a camel 
And to travel on a long journey across a desert to marry a man she has never seen before. 

All she will know of him is what the servant has told her. 

And she will be leaving behind her parents and her home, the world that she knows

For this promise given her by the servant
That she will be his bride and she will be with him in a better land (do you see the picture)


(maybe similar to the one the Servant painted for you of Jesus)
So we see this servant asks

What if she is not willing to come sight unseen,

Then should I take your son there to look for a bride?

And we see Abrahams firm reply in verse 6
 6 But Abraham said to him, “Beware that you do not take my son back there. 7 The Lord God of heaven, who took me from my father’s house and from the land of my family, and who spoke to me and swore to me, saying, ‘To your descendants I give this land,’ He will send His angel before you, and you shall take a wife for my son from there. 8 And if the woman is not willing to follow you, then you will be released from this oath; only do not take my son back there.” 9 So the servant put his hand under the thigh of Abraham his master, and swore to him concerning this matter.
That according to Abraham
It was more important that his son “stay in the land”

That maybe the chances are better if Isaac went there

But obedience is more important than “improving your odds”

Holding on to the promises of God is better than doing it on your own
Certainly there are things that come before us as we are led of the Lord

Things that are beneficial

Things that would help

Things that are good

But they are never justification for disobedience

Oh this is just the job I have been praying for

And all I need to do is falsify this information and God will give it to me

Yeah I can get the promotion if I just shred this other guys last review

If I just spread some rumors about that other person

Then I will be the most popular and can use that popularity for God

Bologna! In the original language

How about trust in God
Abraham said “Beware that you do not take my son back there.”
What ever else you do

Don’t take him back there

Because the Lord God of heaven told me to “leave that land”

And He took me from my father’s house and from the land of my family, 

And He spoke to me and swore to me, saying, 

‘To your descendants I give this land,’ 

You see, it would be wrong for me to go back

It would be “against the Lord”

Because the LORD has led me here

And though it may not seem like it is the best way to do it

What does Abraham tell his servant?

Don’t worry because God will send His angel before you, and you shall take a wife for my son from there. 

That the LORD is in control

The LORD will lead you

Trust in that

And I like what Abraham says in verse 8

8 And if the woman is not willing to follow you, then you will be released from this oath; only do not take my son back there

That Abraham believes in God

That God is able to do this great and mighty thing

But even if He doesn’t in your eyes

Do not take my son back there

It reminds me of the words of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego in Daniel 3

As king Nebuchadnezzar was furious at them for not bowing down to his idol

He swore that if they would not bow down
He would cast them into the fiery furnace and burn them alive

And said “And who is the god who will deliver you from my hands?”

And in faith they said

“O Nebuchadnezzar, we have no need to answer you in this matter. 17 If that is the case, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and He will deliver us from your hand, O king. 18 But if not, let it be known to you, O king, that we do not serve your gods, nor will we worship the gold image which you have set up.”

That ours “is a God” who is able to deliver
But even if He does not 

Let it be known, we will still worship and obey only Him

Because the LORD has led me

And it is Him that we follow

So with those clear instructions
The servant is ready to go

And puts his hand under the thigh of Abraham his master, and swore to him concerning this matter.

That this was the way in that culture 

To take an oath that was binding

A solemn sign that if the oath were not carried out, 

That the descendants of Abraham would avenge the servant’s unfaithfulness.
10 Then the servant took ten of his master’s camels and departed, for all his master’s goods were in his hand. And he arose and went to Mesopotamia, to the city of Nahor. 11 And he made his camels kneel down outside the city by a well of water at evening time, the time when women go out to draw water. 12 Then he said, “O Lord God of my master Abraham, please give me success this day, and show kindness to my master Abraham. 13 Behold, here I stand by the well of water, and the daughters of the men of the city are coming out to draw water. 14 Now let it be that the young woman to whom I say, ‘Please let down your pitcher that I may drink,’ and she says, ‘Drink, and I will also give your camels a drink’—let her be the one You have appointed for Your servant Isaac. And by this I will know that You have shown kindness to my master.”
That first we see
The willing servant does it quickly

He “Arose and departed”

He wasn’t all talk but got down to business (and that’s a good thing)
And he goes to the city of Nahor, a relative of Abraham’s

And we see he has a plan, he uses wisdom, and goes to where the women will be
As it says, the evening was the time when they went out to draw water from the well. 
So he brings his camels and he parks them there by the well

He has put his plan into action

But what do we see he does next

As he sees the girls coming out from the city for water
He prays that the LORD would give him success. He seeks to be led by the LORD

(as Pro 16 says, A man’s heart plans his way, But the Lord directs his steps)
And we see that the servant sets up a condition, a sort of fleece, 
That the girl he asks for a drink will also give his camels water.

Something that is not impossible to “test the Lord”

But something not probable as to be “led of the Lord”

That it would not be the “automatic response”
And that the one that does that will be the one that He has appointed for His servant Isaac

That the servant realized that the bride for Isaac was already chosen by God. 
God had already appointed Rebekah to be the bride. 
Even as God has already chosen the "bride" for Christ. 
The scripture speaks, in the New Testament, concerning the church of Jesus Christ; that, 

We have been appointed in Christ before the foundations of the world. 

That we who have chosen Jesus as Lord and Savior are a chosen generation. 
Chosen before the foundations of the world 
That we should bring forth glory and praise unto God as the bride of His Son, Jesus Christ.

But we must also make our choice and we see that in verses 15-21 
15 And it happened, before he had finished speaking, that behold, Rebekah, who was born to Bethuel, son of Milcah, the wife of Nahor, Abraham’s brother, came out with her pitcher on her shoulder. 16 Now the young woman was very beautiful to behold, a virgin; no man had known her. And she went down to the well, filled her pitcher, and came up. 17 And the servant ran to meet her and said, “Please let me drink a little water from your pitcher.”

18 So she said, “Drink, my lord.” Then she quickly let her pitcher down to her hand, and gave him a drink. 19 And when she had finished giving him a drink, she said, “I will draw water for your camels also, until they have finished drinking.” 20 Then she quickly emptied her pitcher into the trough, ran back to the well to draw water, and drew for all his camels. 21 And the man, wondering at her, remained silent so as to know whether the Lord had made his journey prosperous or not.

I like how the scriptures speak to us

That it says “before he had finished speaking” Rebekah was there

While he was still praying, Rebekah came out to draw water.

And though he prayed

He didn’t just drop it there and say ok Lord

I came, I prayed, now it’s in your court

But it says that when he saw Rebekah

That the servant ran to meet her

He did not just sit idly by and wait

But he took action to accomplish his goal

But he also sought to be led by the Lord as he did
And as he asks for a drink
She offers also to water the camels…
Now to understand what that means

You need to understand many wells in Israel have steps leading down to a large hole
And then at the bottom you would let the pitcher down into the well and then carry it all the way back up. 
You can go to Israel today and visit Megiddo, and you would see this type of well. 

This was evidently the case here in the city where Nahor lived. 
Now, the significance of this, in our story, 
Is when Rebekah volunteered to draw water for his camels 
She would have to go down these stairs each time her pitcher was empty and come all the way back up. 
Camels can drink between twenty to fifty gallons of water each 
And to go up and down these stairs filling the trough for ten camels until they were finished drinking Would be a very tiring thing for a young woman. 
So, when the servant had made this stipulation in his prayer, 
He had put a pretty good indication that this would be the one that God had choosen
And as she is doing this
The servant watched her, wondered at her, the text says

Marveling no doubt at this beautiful young girl and her energy. 

She was pleasant and gracious. 

Who could she be? Could this be the One that God has chosen for Isaac? 

But it says, he remained silent so as to know whether the Lord had made his journey prosperous or not.

Because remember there were more conditions than just a woman from that land

She had to be from the family of Abraham also

And so he wondered, was this the one…but remained silent as he observed (Be still and know…give room)
22 So it was, when the camels had finished drinking, that the man took a golden nose ring weighing half a shekel, and two bracelets for her wrists weighing ten shekels of gold, 23 and said, “Whose daughter are you? Tell me, please, is there room in your father’s house for us to lodge?”

24 So she said to him, “I am the daughter of Bethuel, Milcah’s son, whom she bore to Nahor.” 25 Moreover she said to him, “We have both straw and feed enough, and room to lodge.”

26 Then the man bowed down his head and worshiped the Lord. 27 And he said, “Blessed be the Lord God of my master Abraham, who has not forsaken His mercy and His truth toward my master. As for me, being on the way, the Lord led me to the house of my master’s brethren.” 28 So the young woman ran and told her mother’s household these things.

That we see that the servant kindly rewards here for her generosity
Blessing her even if she is “not the one”

And in this I see the common grace that God gives to all men

Causing the sun to shine on the just and the unjust

And then he asks the crucial question (no doubt with more silent prayer)
Whose daughter are you?

Tell me, are you the one?

And notice his response when he hears who her father’s father is…!!
The name Nahor is music to the servant's ear. 
Abraham's brother, Nahor, and this beautiful young girl is his grandaughter. Wow!

And the servant cries out

Blessed be the Lord God of my master Abraham who has not forsaken His mercy and His truth toward my master

The man had prayed that the LORD would make his journey prosperous. 
And the task, that he had thought so difficult, was beginning to look as though it might work out. 
It was all too much for him and being excited, he bowed down right there and worshipped God.

How I wish we all responded like this when we saw God move (worshiping him no matter where we are)
Also notice that he says, “being on the way, the LORD led him”. 
One of the most important steps in being led of the LORD is to “take a step”, to get moving. 
It's hard to guide a stationery object. 
If you're just sitting around, it's hard to get the leading of the LORD. 
God leads us as we're moving. 
If we want to be able to say, the Lord has led me… we must be “on the way”
If you're sitting waiting for the LORD to show you his leading, you’ll probably just sit the rest of your life. 
Stand up! Start walking! 
Being on the way, the LORD will lead you

Even as He has here
Then verse 29 says

29 Now Rebekah had a brother whose name was Laban, and Laban ran out to the man by the well. 30 So it came to pass, when he saw the nose ring, and the bracelets on his sister’s wrists, and when he heard the words of his sister Rebekah, saying, “Thus the man spoke to me,” that he went to the man. And there he stood by the camels at the well. 31 And he said, “Come in, O blessed of the Lord! Why do you stand outside? For I have prepared the house, and a place for the camels.”

32 Then the man came to the house. And he unloaded the camels, and provided straw and feed for the camels, and water to wash his feet and the feet of the men who were with him. 33 Food was set before him to eat, but he said, “I will not eat until I have told about my errand.”

And he said, “Speak on.”
Notice Laban see the wealth and is eager to deal

But the servant cares for the Master and eager to speak

To many profess the name of Christ
But are eager to gain from it

(tax deduction, free food, a name for themselves)

But those who really love Him

Only want to speak about Him

And so the servant does (verse 34)
34 So he said, “I am Abraham’s servant. 35 The Lord has blessed my master greatly, and he has become great; and He has given him flocks and herds, silver and gold, male and female servants, and camels and donkeys. 36 And Sarah my master’s wife bore a son to my master when she was old; and to him he has given all that he has. 37 Now my master made me swear, saying, ‘You shall not take a wife for my son from the daughters of the Canaanites, in whose land I dwell; 38 but you shall go to my father’s house and to my family, and take a wife for my son.’ 39 And I said to my master, ‘Perhaps the woman will not follow me.’ 40 But he said to me, ‘The Lord, before whom I walk, will send His angel with you and prosper your way; and you shall take a wife for my son from my family and from my father’s house. 41 You will be clear from this oath when you arrive among my family; for if they will not give her to you, then you will be released from my oath.’

42 “And this day I came to the well and said, ‘O Lord God of my master Abraham, if You will now prosper the way in which I go, 43 behold, I stand by the well of water; and it shall come to pass that when the virgin comes out to draw water, and I say to her, “Please give me a little water from your pitcher to drink,” 44 and she says to me, “Drink, and I will draw for your camels also,”—let her be the woman whom the Lord has appointed for my master’s son.’

45 “But before I had finished speaking in my heart, there was Rebekah, coming out with her pitcher on her shoulder; and she went down to the well and drew water. And I said to her, ‘Please let me drink.’ 46 And she made haste and let her pitcher down from her shoulder, and said, ‘Drink, and I will give your camels a drink also.’ So I drank, and she gave the camels a drink also. 47 Then I asked her, and said, ‘Whose daughter are you?’ And she said, ‘The daughter of Bethuel, Nahor’s son, whom Milcah bore to him.’ So I put the nose ring on her nose and the bracelets on her wrists. 48 And I bowed my head and worshiped the Lord, and blessed the Lord God of my master Abraham, who had led me in the way of truth to take the daughter of my master’s brother for his son. 49 Now if you will deal kindly and truly with my master, tell me. And if not, tell me, that I may turn to the right hand or to the left.”

And we see here he gives testimony to God’s goodness

The servant rehearses the experience with Abraham and his commission to get the bride.

Which is always a wonderful thing to those who are led by the LORD (And isn’t this really winessing)
And notice with me he says in verse 45

Before I finished speaking in my heart

Does God only hear prayers that are “out loud”

The answer my friends is that He hears what we speak in our hearts

And then as he finishes

Notice he doesn’t say, isn’t that wonderful now lets eat

He is on a mission, and so he asks

The LORD has lead me thus far

Is she the one?

If not, tell me and I will continue on my quest

That though God had lead him circumstantially to this point

The final determination was “her choice” (and he wants to know the decision…as we should)
50 Then Laban and Bethuel answered and said, “The thing comes from the Lord; we cannot speak to you either bad or good. 51 Here is Rebekah before you; take her and go, and let her be your master’s son’s wife, as the Lord has spoken.”

52 And it came to pass, when Abraham’s servant heard their words, that he worshiped the Lord, bowing himself to the earth. 53 Then the servant brought out jewelry of silver, jewelry of gold, and clothing, and gave them to Rebekah. He also gave precious things to her brother and to her mother.

54 And he and the men who were with him ate and drank and stayed all night. Then they arose in the morning, and he said, “Send me away to my master.”

55 But her brother and her mother said, “Let the young woman stay with us a few days, at least ten; after that she may go.”

56 And he said to them, “Do not hinder me, since the Lord has prospered my way; send me away so that I may go to my master.”

57 So they said, “We will call the young woman and ask her personally.” 58 Then they called Rebekah and said to her, “Will you go with this man?”

And she said, “I will go.”

That we see that the LORD had prepared their hearts too

That those who were involved saw the LORD hand (if not some other thing they wanted)

It certainly doesn’t mean they were godly

But that God knew how to convince them

And so they were willing

But also notice that they try to delay

That one of the tactics of the enemy

Is always “delay”…tomorrow…after this…when I am older

But what does the servant say

“If the LORD has really lead us, do not delay”

And then we see that they try to put it on her

And here we get a picture of the believer

And the choice we all must make

They call and ask her personally, “Will you go with this man?” 

And she said, “I will go.”

That as for Rebekah

She will choose the bride-groom

She chooses Him

59 So they sent away Rebekah their sister and her nurse, and Abraham’s servant and his men. 60 And they blessed Rebekah and said to her:


“Our sister, may you become

The mother of thousands of ten thousands;


And may your descendants possess


The gates of those who hate them.”

61 Then Rebekah and her maids arose, and they rode on the camels and followed the man. So the servant took Rebekah and departed.

The story of us a believers
The servant takes us and we go where He leads us

Often across a long desert journey to meet our beloved

And to become joint heirs with Him in the promised land

Peter says, "Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some strange thing happened unto you." (IPeter 4:12). 

We are encouraged to endure hardness as a good soldier; 

But, always in trials, we are pointed ahead to the rewards that lie ahead of us. 

We are pointed to Jesus, as our example, 

Who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross

Our wilderness wanderings are nothing but the journey that takes us to the beloved

In 2Cor 4:17, Paul says, "For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory” 

So the LORD points us ahead and towards the goal of where we are going

And I'm sure that as they were riding along and Rebekah began to get weary 
That Eliezer rode along side and told her of Isaac 
About his gentle nature and the wealth and glory of his master; 
So that Rebekah would be encouraged and strengthened. 
Even as the Spirit watches over us carefully and when he sees us getting discouraged 
He comes and encourages us, 

He reminds us of the glories of the heavenly kingdom and of the One that awaits our arrival
So in Rebekah's heart was the anticipation of the meeting of this man she was to marry. 
She hadn't seen him, but the things that the servant told her were glorious. 
No doubt she was already in love with Isaac from the descriptions that the servant had given her
Even as we are already in love with Jesus from the descriptions the Holy Spirit has given us

"Whom, the scriptures say, having not seen, you love." 
And so you rejoice not in the trials

But in the journey that is taking you to the place you long to be

And to the One you long to be with

And we should be falling deeper in love with our Savior every day

As we await that day that we shall finally see Him as He is

And the blessing we desire should be the same as was given to Rebekah
That we have “spiritual children” 

Thousands of ten thousands

That are victorious in Christ and possess the gates of those that hate them

Even as our Lord will make His enemies His footstool

And the wealth of the sinner is stored up for the righteous.

And the meek shall inherit the earth
You see there are “great things” in store for those who forsake this world
And desire a better, that is, a heavenly country. 

Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God, for He has prepared a city for them.

And we see as Rebekah makes the journey
She finally draws near to her new home

And we see in verse 62
62 Now Isaac came from the way of Beer Lahai Roi, for he dwelt in the South. 63 And Isaac went out to meditate in the field in the evening; and he lifted his eyes and looked, and there, the camels were coming. 64 Then Rebekah lifted her eyes, and when she saw Isaac she dismounted from her camel; 65 for she had said to the servant, “Who is this man walking in the field to meet us?”

The servant said, “It is my master.” So she took a veil and covered herself.

That we see Isaac was a man of deep spirit. 

That we see him spending time “meditating in the field”
And interesting again
That as a “type” of Christ

Who does not appear in the text until right here as He receives the bride

And what does He spend His time doing

Roms 8 tells us

That as Isaac is there meditating in the evening time

He lifted up his eyes and looked

And there the camels were coming
That he had been waiting patiently for the bride that he didn’t even know would ever come

He meditated and waited and then “finally” they came

And what a glorious thing it must have been

And I wonder how many Christians are as patient in their picking of a mate

And end up in difficulties because they did not allow the Lord to lead them

And of course the image of Christ looking up and walking to us

And what do we see Rebekah does

She lifted up her eyes and saw the bride-groom

And she dismounts and covers her face with her fail

Appearing to Him as a virgin should
Now some had said before at the fact that Isaac walked to her
That we can think come on Isaac, show a little emotion. 
He saw the ten camels and knew it was the servant returning. 
There were many more people then had started out; 
So he must have known it was a successful journey, but still he walked.

And we can get impatient with Jesus. 
I wish that the LORD would come quickly. 
He seems to be just walking and I get impatient for Him to come. 
I want to get on with it! I want to meet my LORD! I want to get on with the kingdom! 
But, he walks. 
James 5:7-8 tells us

Therefore be patient, brethren, until the coming of the Lord. See how the farmer waits for the precious fruit of the earth, waiting patiently for it until it receives the early and latter rain. 8 You also be patient. Establish your hearts, for the coming of the Lord is at hand.

So it seems as though the Lord is walking to meet us, when I wish He were running.

But we need to be patient because the reward is coming

Not just heaven
But our meeting up finally with the bride-groom

And that glorious day when we will forever more be “with the LORD”

And we will be able to say

The LORD has led me 

And we see there as it ends in vs 66-67
66 And the servant told Isaac all the things that he had done. 67 Then Isaac brought her into his mother Sarah’s tent; and he took Rebekah and she became his wife, and he loved her. So Isaac was comforted after his mother’s death.
That no doubt the servant told his master Isaac all the wonderful things about the journey

And about the precious bride that he had found

And I would guess that he probably didn’t have one bad thing to say about her

Ya know why

Because on that day

I believe the Holy Spirit, the Helper, the Comforter

He will tell the Son all the things that had been

But they will only be the good things

The bad will be forgotten

And the good will be brought to remembrance

So that as peter says

7 the genuineness of your faith, being much more precious than gold that perishes, though it is tested by fire, may be found to praise, honor, and glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ, 8 whom having not seen you love. Though now you do not see Him, yet believing, you rejoice with joy inexpressible and full of glory, 9 receiving the end of your faith—the salvation of your souls.

And we will find comfort

Comfort that the Comforter has shown us a sample of during the days of our journey with Him
But now it will be “face to face”, In the same tent, so to speak

As we are finally joined to our beloved, 

Because The LORD Has Led Me all these days
I hope He is leading you today
