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Gen 31


“Carry God in Your Heart Not in Your Hand”
As we start chapter 31 we remember that Jacob has desired to leave for his own country
But that Laban desired him to stay

Laban remember was the one that ran to Jacob and kissed him and brought him into his house 

Saying  “Surely you are my bone and my flesh.”

Laban was the one that said “because you are my relative should you work for free”
Ask what you will and I will give it

Laban was the one remember that once begged Jacob to stay saying,

“Please stay, if I have found favor in your eyes, 

for I have learned by experience that the Lord has blessed me for your sake.”, 

“Name me your wages, and I will give it.”

Laban was the one remember that begged Jacob to stay after the 14 years he agreed to

And that was glad to comply with Jacobs request to not be given anything
But that he have a chance to raise his own livestock along with Laban’s

And Laban remember eagerly separated the few spotted and streaked sheep and goats from the rest

And took them a 3 days journey away so they wouldn’t be confused with one another
(cuz its so hard to tell solid colored sheep from spotted ones, ya know) (
And we saw remember, that the Lord blessed Jacob as He done all along, prospering all that he did
But now we see that something has changed

And it starts in verse 1
Now Jacob heard the words of Laban’s sons, saying, “Jacob has taken away all that was our father’s, and from what was our father’s he has acquired all this wealth.” 2 And Jacob saw the countenance of Laban, and indeed it was not favorable toward him as before.
We see that attitudes have changed

That the one that was so happy to have Jacob there

Is now not so happy

His countenance was “not favorable” as it says there

And it is interesting that Laban’s attitude has gone down

As Jacob prosperity had gone up

Because we see that it says that the sons of Laban were saying derogatorily 

That it was from their father that Jacob had taken all these things
And the word there for taken in the Hebrew is the word “law-kakh”

And it means to take “to seize” or “to take” or even “to marry”
So it is as if they are saying that Jacob has “takin or seized all these things”

Even insinuating maybe that he “married into it”

Certainly not that he “worked for it”

But rather that he has been siphoning it off through sneaky dealings

Marrying both the daughters, taking what is ours and trying to slowly suck away our possessions

And really more than the possessions

Because the NKJ says “acquired all this wealth”

But the word is better translated as it is in the KJV “glory”

The word “kaw-bowd” where we get the familiar word “ee-kaw-bode” (Ichabod)

Meaning “the glory has departed”

That it was more than just the possessions

That they saw that Jacob was growing in glory and honor as well as wealth

And they were jealous of what was going on

That there father was becoming “ee-kaw-bode”

A man of “no glory”
But we know that it was not because of Jacob

But because of Laban

Remember in Ch 30 Laban even declared that he had learned by experience 
“that the Lord has blessed him for Jacob’s sake.””
He knew the increase in his wealth and honor was because of Jacob

And so he said “name your wages”

And he was ecstatic when Jacob didn’t want anything but to be allowed to “raise his own herds”

And he went through that very day separating them and taking them apart so that Jacob could start

There ya go…there’s your puny lil flock and all the rest are mine

And now you can get back to work and increase my glory and my blessing
But what happens when the LORD starts blessing the ones that are Jacob’s 
and not the ones that are Laban’s

Now the true character comes out

It is not good enough that his son-in-law is blessed

That his daughters husband and his grandchildren’s father is blessed

No! Because Laban is not blessed

Because he doesn’t get all the glory

Now we see there is a problem
And his countenance has changed

And the sons begin to talk trash about Jacob
And they begin to despise him because God has blessed him and carried him through
It wasn’t that Jacob had taken anything belonging to Laban. 
Rather, it was that his wealth was increasing in proportion to Laban’s wealth. 
The problem wasn’t that Jacob stole, it was that Laban’s sons were filled with envy.
Because they didn’t get the glory so now they were bitter towards the one they once blessed
And envy is a terrible distorting thing that makes us believe and spread a lie

So that like here they will accuse falsely because of their envy and worse than that, they spread it like canc
And envy is bad enough on its own, but it also keeps bad company
As James says in 3:16 For where envy and self-seeking exist, confusion and every evil thing are there 

And how often envy rears its ugly head and causes problems
Naturally in the world because they are a jealous and covetous people by nature

But unfortunately it is far too often in the church also

That those who have a new nature still walk in the carnal ways

And are jealous that the LORD is blessing their brother or sister but not them

They become contentious and suspicious

Malcontent and malicious

Backbiting and whispering and causing division (just like Laban’s sons)
Even at the Pastor’s conf we are constantly warned of the same

Don’t be jealous that someone has more people or a bigger church than you

That they have something that you don’t have

Who cares! It God’s church. Not yours. Don’t envy!
(Bob Coy $)

Paul says in 1Cor 3:3 
For where there are envy, strife, and divisions among you, are you not carnal and behaving like mere men? 

And those who do such things really need to grow up or get out, repent or be removed
Because they are really the problem causers caught in their carnality
The bad fruit that spoils the whole bunch and poisons the church because of envy
Causing division and strife and every evil thing just like Laban and his sons
And here with Laban, as the jealousy and contention become apparent
We see the LORD speaks to Jacob

And in the next verse we see

3 Then the Lord said to Jacob, “Return to the land of your fathers and to your family, and I will be with you.”
4 So Jacob sent and called Rachel and Leah to the field, to his flock, 5 and said to them, “I see your father’s countenance, that it is not favorable toward me as before; but the God of my father has been with me. 6 And you know that with all my might I have served your father. 7 Yet your father has deceived me and changed my wages ten times, but God did not allow him to hurt me. 8 If he said thus: ‘The speckled shall be your wages,’ then all the flocks bore speckled. And if he said thus: ‘The streaked shall be your wages,’ then all the flocks bore streaked. 9 So God has taken away the livestock of your father and given them to me.

10 “And it happened, at the time when the flocks conceived, that I lifted my eyes and saw in a dream, and behold, the rams which leaped upon the flocks were streaked, speckled, and gray-spotted. 11 Then the Angel of God spoke to me in a dream, saying, ‘Jacob.’ And I said, ‘Here I am. 12 And He said, ‘Lift your eyes now and see, all the rams which leap on the flocks are streaked, speckled, and gray-spotted; for I have seen all that Laban is doing to you.

That the LORD tells Jacob that his time there is done
That it is time for him to go back to his land and the LORD will be with him
That if the LORD is in his heart, He will carry him back to the land just as He promised He would
And sometimes the LORD uses things like this around us to “move us on”

That all of the sudden, work has turned into a very hostile place

Or maybe the neighborhood becomes unsafe or antagonistic or some other radical change
Now sometimes the LORD will have us stay through something like that

Depending on what He has called us to do (because the enemy opposes every move of God and we need stand)
One of the fellowships in Brooklyn NY was called to go there and be in the midst of it

They even had a guy walk up to the pulpit with a gun pointed at the pastor

But as they sought the LORD they knew that they had been called to stay there 
And they did and the LORD has carried them through it
Another like my friend Gabe, who I just saw this week 

Knew that after several shooting outside his downtown LA fellowship

When the gang bangers posters were being tacked up on the telephone pole right in front of the church

And one day he went to open the building and there were homeys line up OK Coral style in the street

Guns drawn and ready to start shooting

That he sought the LORD and knew that it was time for him to move on

And the LORD carried him away from it

But it is not “just” circumstances

But hearing from the LORD in the many ways that He will speak

And He will speak to us as we see here

That the LORD speaks to Jacob about these circumstances

That he hears clearly he is to move on

And so he calls his wives and tells them the situation

He tells them how they know that he has dealt fairly with their father

How he has worked hard all these years

And how Laban has changed his wages all that time…
Saying ok you can have the spotted ones but not the streaked (and then the spotted one increased)

So Laban would change and say ok then you can have the streaked but not the spotted (then they increased

So then he would change it again, trying always to cheat Jacob
But Jacob says “God protected me”
And ever time Laban changed it

God blessed it

That “because I carried Him in my heart, He carried me through”

He said to me “I have seen all that Laban is doing to you.”

And He didn’t allow your father to hurt me no matter how hard he tried

He had told me at Bethel “Behold, I am with you and will keep you wherever you go”

And He has done as He said He would do for these 20 years even to this very day

And now this same God that has protected me and carried me has come to me saying (v13)
13 I am the God of Bethel, where you anointed the pillar and where you made a vow to Me. Now arise, get out of this land, and return to the land of your family.’ ”

That He is the same One that promised me and protected me and directed me
And now He is telling me “it’s time to go on”
He says we need to go back to Canaan and to my family and to the land that He has promised us

He has carried me thus far and I know He will carry me through

Because I carry Him in my heart and not in my hand (and we can have that confidence if we do the same)
And notice something about what the LORD says there in verse 13
I am the God of Bethel, where you anointed the pillar and where you made a vow to Me

Not, “I am God and you better DO!”

But “I am the God that you made the commitment to”

“where you anointed the pillar and where you made a vow to Me

And that is important I think that we understand

That before God will carry us, we must make a commitment to Him

That “He is God”, the God of Bethel, the God of Abraham, the God of the Bible, the God of creation

He is “GOD”…But “YOU” made the commitment

And your obedience is not based on the fact that He is God

But on your commitment that He is “your Lord”

Because you have decided to follow Him and have allowed Him into your heart
And based on “that”

He commands “Now arise and go”

And He will carry you, because He is in your heart and not in your hand
And then it goes on in 14 and says

14 Then Rachel and Leah answered and said to him, “Is there still any portion or inheritance for us in our father’s house? 15 Are we not considered strangers by him? For he has sold us, and also completely consumed our money. 16 For all these riches which God has taken from our father are really ours and our children’s; now then, whatever God has said to you, do it.”

That we see the wives respond that they have nothing left here in Padan Aram with their father

That typically a dowry that was given was, in a sense, alimony in advance.  

Women had no rights in that culture and day.  

They could not get a divorce, but their husband could divorce them for any reason or cause.  

In order to protect women, a dowry was arranged in advance.  

The father of the bride was to watch over and manage this trust

That way the bride could be financially taken care of in case she was divorced by her husband.  

Jacob had served seven years each for Leah and Rachel.  

These were years of great prosperity for Laban.  

And the profit really were the “dowry” of the women

He should have set aside this money, in a trust, for his daughters; 

But, he spent it on himself and so they had no part in him

In fact, they said really what God has done is to rightfully provide for us since our father wouldn’t

So they say, whatever God has said to you, do it

This is great instruction at any time.

Unfortunately, we like the ladies here

Are more apt to say this when we see God’s blessing than when we don’t

But really, this should be our attitude at all times

“whatever God has said to you, do it”
Just carry Him in your heart and allow Him to carry you through
So with that we see in verse 17
17 Then Jacob rose and set his sons and his wives on camels. 18 And he carried away all his livestock and all his possessions which he had gained, his acquired livestock which he had gained in Padan Aram, to go to his father Isaac in the land of Canaan. 19 Now Laban had gone to shear his sheep, and Rachel had stolen the household idols that were her father’s. 20 And Jacob stole away, unknown to Laban the Syrian, in that he did not tell him that he intended to flee. 21 So he fled with all that he had. He arose and crossed the river, and headed toward the mountains of Gilead.
That as the LORD had said
So Jacob “does”

And that is a good thing

That Jacob has learned through these years to trust and obey

And as the LORD said “Now arise and go”

So he does

And it seems rather quickly

That he throws the women and children on camels

He rounds up the livestock

And while Laban is off shearing his sheep

Jacob starts a movin his feet

But it seems that Rachel needs to make a quick “pit stop”
And so she “runs by the tent”

And unknown to all, because Laban was gone

She steals the household idols 
Now some have said that to them it was a sign of inheritance

That the “household idols” were like the “family treasures”
They went with the oldest as a sign of being the head of the extended family type thing

And so it was in some ways a “taking what she thought they deserved” kinda thing

Or it could be that maybe Rachel still worshiped these idols

Jewish traditions say Rachel took them because she wanted to keep her father Laban from idolatry.

(doesn’t seem very likely, but we really don’t know)

We do know that then they were off across the river and headed for the promised land
With Rachel carrying these gods in her hand and not in her heart

Then it says

22 And Laban was told on the third day that Jacob had fled. 23 Then he took his brethren with him and pursued him for seven days’ journey, and he overtook him in the mountains of Gilead. 24 But God had come to Laban the Syrian in a dream by night, and said to him, “Be careful that you speak to Jacob neither good nor bad.”
25 So Laban overtook Jacob. Now Jacob had pitched his tent in the mountains, and Laban with his brethren pitched in the mountains of Gilead.

26 And Laban said to Jacob: “What have you done, that you have stolen away unknown to me, and carried away my daughters like captives taken with the sword? 27 Why did you flee away secretly, and steal away from me, and not tell me; for I might have sent you away with joy and songs, with timbrel and harp? 28 And you did not allow me to kiss my sons and my daughters. Now you have done foolishly in so doing. 29 It is in my power to do you harm, but the God of your father spoke to me last night, saying, ‘Be careful that you speak to Jacob neither good nor bad.’ 30 And now you have surely gone because you greatly long for your father’s house, but why did you steal my gods?”

That on the third day Laban was told that they had fled
And when he found out they pursued them seven days and overtook them at Gilead

Now the third day is the day of the double blessing and the resurrection

And seven is the day of rest and of completion

And I’m sure that you could probably find a way in which there was a complete and double blessing in this

After all, though Laban discovers they have left and furiously pursues them for seven days

What do we see happens on that seventh day

But that the God that carries Jacob comes to Laban in a dream by night

Saying “you be kind or I will crush you”, The word there in the Hebrew for “be careful”

Could also be translated “to be on one’s guard, to refrain, to beware”
The LORD is sayin “watch it buddy”

And what I find is interesting is Laban’s response

Notice he doesn’t come kind and humbly and apologetically

He doesn’t come as one who has just heard from the LORD

Instead he comes barreling in that morning as he overtakes Jacob

And says, “Hey what is up with you, why did you take off like that, I wanted to give you a kiss goodbye

Besides you fool, don’t you know I could easily kill you, but God said to be nice to you”
And I think, hmmm

Does that qualify as “neither” good nor bad??

Sure seems like both “good and bad” to me

And so typical of the carnal mind

Oh I love you and want to show you

But you’re a fool and I’d rather kill you

That theirs is such a self centered love

That they want to be kind as long as it is beneficial to them

But tick them off and they just as soon rail against you and even physically harm you

How incredible that a person can be so hypocritical like Laban
And then to boot blame it on religion

Saying, “I understand you needed to go back to your family, but why did you steal my gods”

After all, that is the reason that I’m acting like this

Not because I’m carnal, not because I’m jealous, but just because I care about my gods and I’m surprised
How sad it is that there are those who worship gods that can be stolen
And it should be no surprise when they are

Here we see that Laban hears from the “God of Jacob’s father”
But pursues after the gods that cannot speak 

Jacob had a God that carried him

Laban had a God he had to carry

And to me that is pretty scary
Isa said it best in Isa 44:14
Those who make an image, all of them are useless,
14 He cuts down cedars for himself,

And takes the cypress and the oak;

He secures it for himself among the trees of the forest.

He plants a pine, and the rain nourishes it.
15 Then it shall be for a man to burn,

For he will take some of it and warm himself;

Yes, he kindles it and bakes bread;

Indeed he makes a god and worships it;
He makes it a carved image, and falls down to it.

16 He burns half of it in the fire;

With this half he eats meat;

He roasts a roast, and is satisfied.

He even warms himself and says,

“Ah! I am warm,

I have seen the fire.”

17 And the rest of it he makes into a god,

His carved image.

He falls down before it and worships it,
Prays to it and says,

“Deliver me, for you are my god!”

18 They do not know nor understand;

For He has shut their eyes, so that they cannot see,

And their hearts, so that they cannot understand.

19 And no one considers in his heart,

Nor is there knowledge nor understanding to say,

“I have burned half of it in the fire,

Yes, I have also baked bread on its coals;

I have roasted meat and eaten it;
And shall I make the rest of it an abomination?

Shall I fall down before a block of wood?”

Amazing

How we need to carry God in our heart and not in our hands
Because when a person makes a god that they can carry
Then they are carried away by all their selfish ways
Who would fear a god that they can toss in a fire, or put in a closet, or that can be carried away by someone else

Laban doesn’t and so we see the outcome in his life
A conniving deceitful hypocrite that cares only for him self 

and behaves like we see here with smooth words and a bitter heart
And it goes on in verse 31 to say
31 Then Jacob answered and said to Laban, “Because I was afraid, for I said, ‘Perhaps you would take your daughters from me by force.’ 32 With whomever you find your gods, do not let him live. In the presence of our brethren, identify what I have of yours and take it with you.” For Jacob did not know that Rachel had stolen them.

33 And Laban went into Jacob’s tent, into Leah’s tent, and into the two maids’ tents, but he did not find them. Then he went out of Leah’s tent and entered Rachel’s tent. 34 Now Rachel had taken the household idols, put them in the camel’s saddle, and sat on them. And Laban searched all about the tent but did not find them. 35 And she said to her father, “Let it not displease my lord that I cannot rise before you, for the manner of women is with me.” And he searched but did not find the household idols.

That though Jacob has become a changed man

And that the LORD is in his heart and not his hand

We see he still fears the works of man

He says “I was afraid of what you would do”

So I began again and ran from Haran to the promised land with my goods in the van as fast as I can

…understand man, that was the plan… Laban (
And then he says to Laban, as far as your gods go

Who would want ones that you can carry

So search for what is yours and do not let the thief live (anyone dumb enough to need them deserves to die)
There is a code that is called the "Hammurabi Stone." 
A code of laws which are quite extensive 
And are similar in some ways to the commandments that God gave to Moses.  
In one of the laws of the Hammurabi code, it deals with the subject of stealing another man's idols 
And it was a capital offense.  
It is possible that Jacob was familiar with the code of Hammurabi
And so according to the law whoever had the gods, let him die.  
He also told him to look around and if he saw anything that was his to take it with him.

It is interesting that even here in his integrity

He is great danger of losing the wife that he loves

Because he did not know that she was the one that took the idols

And we see that indeed once again

Because he carries his God in his heart

That his God carries him through

And that Laban did not discover who had them
Interesting that Rachel sat on them and claimed the time of women

Because that is considered “unclean”

And whatever they sat on as “unclean”

And what happens but that she sits upon those idols during that time
But what do you expect from gods that can’t defend themselves and certainly can’t help you

They might as well have been sat on by a menstruating woman (seems kinds fitting)

Then we see Jacob response in verse 36
36 Then Jacob was angry and rebuked Laban, and Jacob answered and said to Laban: “What is my trespass? What is my sin, that you have so hotly pursued me? 37 Although you have searched all my things, what part of your household things have you found? Set it here before my brethren and your brethren, that they may judge between us both! 38 These twenty years I have been with you; your ewes and your female goats have not miscarried their young, and I have not eaten the rams of your flock. 39 That which was torn by beasts I did not bring to you; I bore the loss of it. You required it from my hand, whether stolen by day or stolen by night. 40 There I was! In the day the drought consumed me, and the frost by night, and my sleep departed from my eyes. 41 Thus I have been in your house twenty years; I served you fourteen years for your two daughters, and six years for your flock, and you have changed my wages ten times. 42 Unless the God of my father, the God of Abraham and the Fear of Isaac, had been with me, surely now you would have sent me away empty-handed. God has seen my affliction and the labor of my hands, and rebuked you last night.”

Jacob was angry and rebuked Laban for pursuing him and accusing him of stealing.  
Jacob reminded Laban that in the twenty years that he had served him, 
None of his flock had miscarried and he had not eaten any of his rams.  
It was the shepherd's prerogative to eat of the flock, but Jacob had not done that.

And it was the right of the shepherd to bring a torn carcass to the owner
And to prove it had been torn by beasts and was not stolen 

But, instead of doing this, Jacob paid for the loss himself.

Jacob says he was blameless in all that he had done for Laban
Yet still he would have done him harm if not for the God that Jacob carried in his heart and not his hand

He says that unless the God of my father, the God of Abraham and the Fear of Isaac, had been with me, surely now you would have sent me away empty-handed. 
That the true God, the God of Abraham, and the God that Isaac fears (the real God that speaks & did to La)

has seen my affliction and the labor of my hands, and rebuked you last night.”

That here we see that Jacob sees

That it is only by the God that he carries in his heart that he is carried through

And He is different that the gods that Laban seeks for this is the God that speaks
Then we see Laban’s response to Jacob rebuke
43 And Laban answered and said to Jacob, “These daughters are my daughters, and these children are my children, and this flock is my flock; all that you see is mine. But what can I do this day to these my daughters or to their children whom they have borne? 44 Now therefore, come, let us make a covenant, you and I, and let it be a witness between you and me.”

That Laban somehow is deceived, as is so often the case with jealousy and rage
He says to Jacob “all that you have is really mine”

In other words “you’re a conniving, heel catching, thief”

You are such a “Yacob”

Funny that the conniving thief calls Jacob one

And calls for God as a witness between the two of them because Jacob is such a rat

As we see in verse 45

45 So Jacob took a stone and set it up as a pillar. 46 Then Jacob said to his brethren, “Gather stones.” And they took stones and made a heap, and they ate there on the heap. 47 Laban called it Jegar Sahadutha, but Jacob called it Galeed. 48 And Laban said, “This heap is a witness between you and me this day.” Therefore its name was called Galeed, 49 also Mizpah, because he said, “May the Lord watch between you and me when we are absent one from another. 50 If you afflict my daughters, or if you take other wives besides my daughters, although no man is with us—see, God is witness between you and me!”

No doubt the words of Laban stung his heart

Because he once was all those things

As Pauls says in Eph 2

in which you once walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit who now works in the sons of disobedience,

But now it’s different, now he was changed

But our sin has a way of haunting us

Because we reap what we sow

And that there is often a reputation for what we once were…
But we see that Jacob is willing for God to be his witness

Laban demands it

But Jacob desires it

So he sets up a pillar as a witness and calls it Mizpah, which means “to watch”
There are people today who have taken "Mizpah" for a pleasant benediction.  

And you can by necklaces and bracelets that say this

But in the context, it is not a pleasant parting at all.  
What Laban is saying is that Jacob was going away and taking his daughters, grandchildren, and flocks
And someone needs to watch him because he is a thief

And since he couldn't watch him he is asking the LORD to do it.  
But Jacob is more than willing because he knows he has changed

And that is a sign that there is a real change

That there is no fear of accusation or examination

Because the LORD knows

And it is the same God that Jacob carries in his heart and not in his hand
So no one can steal Him or take Him away (as a matter a fact, He carries me)
So then it says in verse51

51 Then Laban said to Jacob, “Here is this heap and here is this pillar, which I have placed between you and me. 52 This heap is a witness, and this pillar is a witness, that I will not pass beyond this heap to you, and you will not pass beyond this heap and this pillar to me, for harm. 53 The God of Abraham, the God of Nahor, and the God of their father judge between us.” And Jacob swore by the Fear of his father Isaac. 54 Then Jacob offered a sacrifice on the mountain, and called his brethren to eat bread. And they ate bread and stayed all night on the mountain. 55 And early in the morning Laban arose, and kissed his sons and daughters and blessed them. Then Laban departed and returned to his place.

Interestingly here at the end
Laban calls upon the God of Abraham, the God of Nahor, & the God of their father to judge between them 

He doesn’t call on his gods

After all the have turned up missing

Always a problem with gods you carry in your hands

Never know when you might misplace them

So you might as well call on someone elses (at least the God of Jacob spoke to him)

Funny Laban doesn’t want the true and living God to be in his heart

Just on his side…part of his team…a watch dog as it were
But not something I want to be accountable too

But different than Laban 

What do we see that Jacob does

Jacob swore by the Fear of his father Isaac.
Or as we looked at earlier

The God that Isaac feared

That he is willing to come before his God

The true and the living God

The God that is greatly to be feared

Because He is real
And to be accountable to that God for his actions

A God that is greatly to be praised 
Because He carries those in His hand, that carry Him in their hearts

And so what do we see Jacob doin after he makes the vow

Jacob offered a sacrifice on the mountain, and called his brethren to eat bread

That He worships his God and feeds his brothers

What a wonderful response that we should all follow
That we should praise the LORD for who He is and to feed the brethren the wonderful things of God

This Jacob can do because he knows the God that he serves

The one that has carried him these 20 years through all these things

Even to this very day in the presence of his enemies

And what better thing could he swear to than to have his God watch over him

Because his God knows he is a conniving heal catching thief and loved him then

How much more so now that he carries Him in his heart and loves Him back

And we see Laban departs after kissing his sons and daughters
Funny how he was so blessed by Jacob before and yet now he is so bitter

And that all because he carries around his gods

Rather than having a God that carries him

How much better we all learn not to be bitter
Not jealous contentious back biting and the like

By remembering that we can carry in our hearts 

A God that will gladly carry us

Because we have made a commitment to Him

Not just because He is God
